NEW DIRECTIONS IN INSTITUTIONAL SUPPORT FOR JAPANESE STUDIES
CALL FOR PROPOSALS FROM 
U.S. COLLEGES, UNIVERSITIES, AND ACADEMIC ORGANIZATIONS
To encourage the sustained and innovative growth of Japanese Studies in national as well as transnational contexts, the Japan Foundation is significantly expanding its Institutional Support Program in the United States.  Individual grants of up to $150,000 will be made in Fiscal 2008-2009 to colleges, universities (or consortia of colleges and universities), and academic organizations that formulate convincing proposals for growth and demonstrate backing for those proposals through matching funds.

Proposals should address the needs, opportunities, and visions of particular institutions and need not conform to the funding categories that previously comprised the Japan Foundation’s Institutional Support Program.  Applicants are encouraged to think practically and inventively about their discrete prospects.  Proposals may engage limited or comprehensive goals; they may entail smaller or larger grants.

In all cases, applicants must be prepared to match grants from the Japan Foundation at least equally and optimally at higher levels.  Matching funds must include commitments from the institutions or organizations involved but may include commitments from other donors as well (whether local, national, or international).  Emphatic and continuing administrative support from applying institutions or organizations is expected.

The Japan Foundation will accept preliminary proposals from institutions and organizations interested in this new initiative no later than August 31, 2007.  Preliminary proposals may be in any style but should be clear in conception and brief (not to exceed 6,000 words).  Budgets need only be general and tentative.  A single signature from the principal planner is sufficient at this stage.  Proposals require a cover sheet that may be downloaded from the Japan Foundation Web site:   http://www.jfny.org.
Following screening by the Japan Foundation's American Advisory Committee, selected applicants will be invited to submit full proposals by December 14, 2007.  Because the Japan Foundation is eager to help develop strong new initiatives suitable to distinct institutions and organizations, consultation and support will accompany the development of full proposals.  There is no single “model” application. 

Low priority will be given to institutions that received major grants from the Japanese Government in 1970.
