Library Support Programs

Library Support Programs promote research on and understanding of Japan through donations of Japan-related books and other materials to American research and educational institutions above the high school level. 

Twenty-three institutions received a total of $184,628 in Library Support. Eighteen institutions whose Japan Studies programs are in the early stages of development received Library Support grants for Japan-related books in English. Applicants are given a list of selected titles in English from which they may select a basic set from all fields (Category A1) or request individual titles from the list (Category A2) up to a value of ¥1,000,000.
